6th.  Marty Webster will be teaching us how to make playing card holders from unwanted CDs. Supplies needed for 
each holder: Two pieces of 7”x7” cute fabric (the same or coordinating), two pieces of leftover batting 7”x7”, Tacky 
glue, basting spray, 2 buttons (larger than ½” in diameter, but not larger than 1”), sewing thread, sewing needle (long 
and sturdy to sew the CDs together), thimble, fabric marker or pencil. Marty will bring the CDs, but if you have some 
you don’t want, bring them. These will be a good seller 
 I have made some kits for making Turtle Mops, which have been popular sellers also. I included part of the 
supplies in each kit, but you provide your own cotton fabric. Please take a kit home and make a turtle (or two) for 
Marketplace! We have other kits available to check out as well.. And thank you to everyone who is working on Mar-
ketplace items, and for those that have already been turned in!

to explore quilting on even more new levels!

3-D Fantastic Flowers: Want to make a wall hanging or art quilt pop? Embellish your quilt with 3
-Dimensional petals and leaves. In this class you will use floral wire to make 3-D elements cre-
ating a very exciting flower.

Modified Quilt as You Go: Think of this technique as two-step quilting. This class yields 
perfect quilted blocks embellished with a variety of appliqué options, then assembled. 
Quilting thru each block and batting individually makes quilting easy for both new and 
experienced quilters alike - no bulk or awkward struggling with a large sandwiched 
quilt. A great project for increasing accuracy, as well as small space quilting, like re-
treats, or in your RV! Add backing fabric and the second step quilting and you are 
done. Make any size quilt and appliqué in endless options.
